The Ovation 2wl has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input voltage range of 100 to

240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.

To determine the product’'s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current
value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart.
The listed current rating indicates the product’s average current draw under normal conditions.

* Always connect the product to a protected circuit (a circuit breaker or fuse). Ensure the
iﬁ product has an appropriate electrical ground to avoid the risk of electrocution or fire.

Fuse Replacement
1. Disconnect this product from the power outlet.
2. Using a Phillips-head screwdriver, unscrew the fuse holder cap from the housing.
3. Remove the blown fuse and replace with one of the same type and rating (T2.5A, 350 V).
4. Screw the fuse holder cap back in place and reconnect power.
Power Linking

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Mounting

Always mount this product in a safe position, making sure there is adequate room for ventilation,
configuration, and maintenance.
Rigging
Chauvet recommends using the following general guidelines when mounting this product.
+ Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for
maintenance and programming purposes.

+ Make sure that the structure and attachment points can support the weight before hanging the
product (see the Technical Specifications for weight information).

*  When mounting the product overhead, always use a safety cable. Mount the product securely to a
rigging point, whether an elevated platform or a truss.

+  When rigging the product onto a truss, use a mounting clamp of appropriate weight capacity.
*  When power linking multiple products, mount the products close enough for power-linking cables to reach.
« The bracket adjustment knobs allow for directional adjustment when aiming the product to the desired
angle. Only loosen or tighten the bracket knobs manually. Using tools could damage the knobs.

The Ovation 2wl comes with an Omega bracket. The user can directly attach a mounting clamp (sold
separately) to this Omega bracket. Make sure the clamp is capable of supporting the weight of this
product.

Product Maintenance

the light source’s life and/or mechanical wear. To maintain optimum performance and minimize wear, clean
each lighting product at least twice a month. However, be aware that usage and environmental conditions
could be contributing factors to increase the cleaning frequency.

To clean the product, follow the instructions below:

Apply the solution directly to a soft, lint free cotton cloth or a lens cleaning tissue.

Softly drag any dirt or grime to the outside of the transparent surface.
