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3. Setup
AC Power

AC Plug
The ÉPIX Drive 2000 IP comes with a power input cord terminated with a Seetronic Powerkon IP65 
connector on one end and an Edison plug on the other end (U.S. market). If the power input cord that 
came with your product has no plug, or if you need the change the plug, use the table below to wire the 
new plug.

Power Linking
The product supports power linking. You can power link up to 3 products at 120 V; up to 5 at 208 V or 230 V.
This product comes with a power input cord. Power linking cables are available from Chauvet for purchase.

ACN is maintained by the Professional Lighting and Sound Association (PLASA).

Kling-Net Connection
Kling-Net is a network protocol that allows auto configuration of display devices using a Seetronic 
Etherkon IP65 Ethernet connection. Refer to the ArKaos software manual for detailed instructions on 
programming this product.
