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3. SETUP

AC Plug
The Ovation P-56WW comes with a power input cord terminated with a Neutrik powerCON A connector on 
one end and an Edison plug on the other end (U.S. market). If the power input cord that came with your 
product has no plug, or if you need the change the plug, use the table below to wire the new plug.

Power Linking
The product supports power linking. You can power link up to 7 products at 120 V; up to 13 at 208 V; or up 
to 14 at 230 V. This product comes with a power input cord. Power linking cables are available from 
Chauvet for purchase.

DMX Linking
You can link the Ovation P-56WW to a DMX controller using a 3- or 5-pin DMX connection. If using other 
DMX-compatible products with this product, you can control each individually with a single DMX controller.

Check the DMX controller’s User Manual or with the 
manufacturer as not all DMX controllers have this capability. The Ovation P-56WW supports RDM protocol 
that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.

Master/Slave Connectivity
The Master/Slave mode allows a Ovation P-56WW (the master) to control one or more Ovation P-56WW 
products (the slaves) without a DMX controller. One Ovation P-56WW becomes the master when running 
an auto or custom program, or by being in a Static mode. 
You must configure each slave’s control panel to operate in Slave mode. During Master/Slave operation, 
the slaves will operate in unison with the master.

Rigging
Chauvet recommends using the following general guidelines when mounting this product.

• Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for 
maintenance and programming purposes.

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Alternate Lens Changing Procedure
The Ovation P-56WW has the ability to have different types of lenses installed. The interchangeable 
lenses allow the product to have alternate beam angles. 

To remove a lens:

Product Maintenance
