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Doughty Trigger clamps must only be installed/used by qualified/competent personnel.

All clamps should be visually inspected before each use. In the event of any damage the
clamp/coupler should be taken out of service and returned to an ‘Approved Doughty Service
Agent’ for inspection. (See our Dealer Locator on our web site for a comprehensive list of
Authorised Service Agents).

When installing Doughty clamps they should be tightened by hand only.
Over tightening may result in the tube/truss being damaged or the coupler being damaged.

When installing/using Doughty clamps you must wear appropriate personal
protection equipment suitable for the environment you are working in.

Never exceed the Max Load as indicated on the clamp and in this Manual or Max Load as
instructed by your installer, as the installation conditions may alter the Max Load that can be
applied to the clamp.

When used in conjunction with any other accessories, care must be taken to ensure the Max
Load of any component is not exceeded.

Maintenance

Maintenance must only be carried out by approved personnel.

Approved personnel must make regular checks of the product.

If you see any damage including cracks, deformation or missing parts, the product
must be removed from service and returned to an Approved Service Agent for

evaluation/repair.

Approved personnel must carry out more detailed inspection and testing of the product
on a regular basis depending on the usage of the product.

Do Not lift loads which exceed the Max Load of the weakest component in the assembly
Do Not attempt to lift loads which are greater than the Max Load of the clamp/coupler
Do Not lift people

Do Not lift loads above people

Do Not lift loads with any personnel in the lifting zone
